Under the iprogram; selected teachers-underwent @ series-of: capacity building itraining:'sessions that
empowered them with knowledge and skills needed to deliver innovative curriculum in this field.

Teacher training was conducted by the master trainer from People 1st, British workforce development organization for
the hospitality, tourism, travel, passenger transport and retail industries.

A specific program was developed for 12 teachers in line with local standards and professional qualifications.

The study-program:lasted for eight: weeks comprised of two-week-theoretical training at Bakuvocational
lyceum No. 5 and six week practical training at Hilton and Fairmont hotels.

Students of vocational 'schools who-attended training-sessions on-haspitality-qualified to:study!iculinary,
tourism and customer service under a new curriculum. They will study in groups for a one-year term.

The participants of trainings were awarded certificates.
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
